Title: Client Based Website Development for LIS Professionals

Rationale for Inclusion in Curriculum:

The usage of the World Wide Web continues to explode. To provide knowledge workers with
access to information requires an understanding of how to develop interactive and dynamic web pages.
The focus of this course is to provide students with an understanding of how to create and modify
dynamic web pages required to deliver information to knowledge workers whenever and wherever the
knowledge worker requires.

Therefore, a detailed understanding of computing
concepts is expected.

Course Objectives:

1. to ensure that the students can describe and utilize the detailed components of a browser
centric environment in a library application system
2. to ensure that the students can create web pages utilizing Web development standards and
elements;
3. to use web authoring tool to create and manage web sites;
4. to publish to and manage web sites on different computer platforms;

1. create web pages using standard Web page elements and multimedia;
2. implement client-side scripting into Web pages;
3. publish and manage personal work on web server;
4. debug and add functionality to web based applications;

creation of web pages

developing web sites with linkages

developing web pages using tables and table functionality
developing web pages using frames and forms

creating external, inline, and embedded style sheets
integrating scripting functionality into the web page
practicing web standards

understand web site usability
